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A student, taking into consideration particular legal
framework and political context, will be able: a. To explain
the outcomes of accession and the challenges related to the
future EU Enlargement rounds as well as to elaborate on
arguments around the ongoing discourse on the need for
institutional reforms for the next wave of EU enlargement; b.
To interpret the expectations regarding the dynamics of the
enlargement process and the role or future behavior of various
stakeholders including of the EU Institutions, Member States
and the Candidate countries; c. To explain the concept of
conditionality in the context of ‘Copenhagen Criteria’; d. To
analyze critically the impact of various stakeholders inside the
member states on the EU Enlargement Policy. e. To discuss
examples of the EU disintegration and examine the impact of
dis-enlargement/ Brexit’;

This broad knowledge and systemic awareness will enable the
students to conduct the inquiry on the EU enlargement law
and policy under the auspices of relevant theoretical
perspective. In particular, the student will be able to: a.
Prepare the assignments related to the interdisciplinary
aspects of EU enlargement in due time and under certain
supervision; b. Apply the key theoretical framework to the
task assigned; c. Respect the principles of academic honesty,
integrity and good faith in this process.

Assessment System in details:

makes a certain contribution to the discussion.

The lecturer will
provide exact titles; Taking into consideration that
undergraduate students do not have experience in conducting
research, the lecturer will instruct on planning and writing
the paper during the classes. Deadline to submit the written
assignment is week twelve. Deadline date may be adjusted

slightly as per various circumstances).

8-10 scores - discussion contained in the paper is
understandable and consistent; all the issues presented in the
paper are studied in full and in-depth; the data provided for in
the paper is obtained from a reliable source; the parts of the
work are in logical connection with each other; the paper is
well-formulated in technical, stylistic and linguistic score of

view.

6-7 scores - discussion presented in the paper is partly original
and is clear; the issues presented in the paper are more or less
thoroughly studied; the data provided for in the paper is
largely derived from a reliable source; parts of the paper are in
more or less logical connection; the paper is mostly properly

formulated in technical, stylistic and linguistic score of view.

4-5 scores - discussion presented in the paper is incomplete,
frequently - inconsistent; author does not have good
knowledge of the issue; the data presented in the work is
sometimes derived from a reliable source; the paper needs to
be better formulated in technical, stylistic and linguistic score
of view.

1-3 scores - discussion presented in the paper is not
convincing and blurred with substantive errors; author does

have the knowledge of the issue; the data presented in the
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paper is not from a reliable source; the paper is inadequate in
technical, stylistic and linguistic score of view;
0 score — the paper is not fulfilled or does not meet the

requirements
